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By now you should have received
several forms. Following is an explana-
tion of how the forms are used and
where they go on our property. Please
make sure all forms are completely
filled out and returned to us as soon as
possible.

CREAM FOUR-PAGE CHELEY APPLICATION

AND LIABILITY WAIVER – this form gets your
camper enrolled, includes your contact
information for us and allows your
camper to participate in all activities.
This form stays on file in the office.

GREEN FOUR-PAGE MEDICAL AND HEALTH

INFORMATION – this form is vital to the
health and well being of your camper. It
gets copied and stays on file in the of-
fice in case of emergencies. The original
goes to the appropriate Health Center
on property to be viewed by the Regis-
tered Nurses. Please remember we need
copies of your camper’s insurance cards
as well as up to date immunization
records (a State of Colorado require-
ment) in order for this form to be com-
plete.

BLUE DOUBLE-SIDED CAMPER/PARENT IN-
FORMATION – this form helps our new and
returning staff get to know your camper
before their arrival. Please attach a pic-
ture as it helps us identify them on
Opening Day as well as learn names and
faces quickly. This form is kept with
the Director and Unit Staff. We ap-
preciate that for returning families,
we, on the year round team may
know your campers, but our new
staff does not, so the more informa-
tion you can provide on this form,
the better prepared we are to lead
them to an amazing summer.

GREEN TRAVEL FORM – this is kept
on file in the office after being en-
tered into our computer system.  It is
important to let us know any
changes to your camper’s travel as
soon as they happen. It is also im-
portant to get this form to us as soon

as possible so we can organize our staff
for Opening and Closing Days.

YELLOW DOUBLE-SIDED STORE FORM –
this form is in a new format! This helps
you to budget with your camper what
they can spend in our camp store.
Please remember your store “limit”
does not include extras like boots, air-
port fees, yearbooks and other extras.
